ALEKSANDRA SIDOR

(b. 1991, Poland) lives and works in Tomaszéw Lubelski, Poland.

Aleksandra Sidor 1is a Polish visual artist graduated from the Faculty of Fine Arts in
Bournemouth. She makes unsettling paintings investigating the concepts of perception, awareness,
morality and trauma. Employing a highly ornamental visual language, irony and a surrealist sense
of the uncanny, the artist often draws on different writings on psychoanalysis, old
illustrations as well as social, cultural and political transformations. Her subject matter
revolves around the transformative nature of encounters of bodies with other beings and their
power relations.

Sidor’s aesthetics are influenced by somber visions of Lars von Trier, but also by the emotional
charges of Paula Rego and Francis Bacon, absurdity of Francisco Goya, darkness of Paul Celan. As
them, Sidor is unafraid to deeply look at the human nature and face multiple possibilities for
interpretation. As an artist she is looking for her truth through her process. Not fully aligned
with European poststructuralism Sidor is in search of more encompassing reality, allowing her
viewers to pick up elements of her ontology, examine them and put back together.
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ELISKA KONECNA

(b. 1992, Czech Republic) lives and works in Prague, Czech Republic.

Eliska Kone¢na is a multidisciplinary visual artist graduated from the Painting Department of
the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague in 2020 (Studio led by Robert Salanda and Luka$ Machalicky
2018 - 2020). Konetnad’s work stems from an effort to display the untouchable abstract reality,
which she interprets into material dimension. The alternative materials and techniques such as
woodcarving or embroidery, which were previously marginalized and belonged to rather artisanal
and decorative artistic tradition, are at the core of Kone¢nd’s artistic research. Her hand-
crafted wooden and textile bas-reliefs often balance on the fleeting border of wakefulness and
sleep, tactile and immaterial. The floaty shapes of her artifacts underline the transgression of

the body and its visual narratives related to the corporeality perceived through the prism of

desires and drives.
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
