Santiago Licata is an Argentine artist renowned for his distinctive works on paper, exhibited extensively
throughout the Americas. Using graphite as his primary medium, Licata creates luminous, high-contrast
pieces characterized by sparse use of color. His drawings are celebrated for their ability to simultaneously
convey a velvet-like softness and sharp geometric precision, where the interplay of these extremes
enhances the visual impact. Other works lean toward darker themes, featuring intricately layered and
densely packed imagery that, when viewed from afar, resemble collages of abstract forms. Bright accents
within these pieces punctuate the surrounding darkness, heightening the sense of void and absence.
